We have the honour humbly to submit the Sixth Annual
Statistical Report, prepared by Mr. Maynard from the published accounts
of sixty-six London Hospitals and from Returns made to the Fund.

13 General Hospitals which had an average of under 100 beds in
daily occupation during 1908.
4 Consumption Hospitals.
4 Hospitals for Women.
3 Hospitals for Women and Children.
7 Hospitals for Children.
5 Ophthalmic Hospitals.
3 Hospitals for Epilepsy and Paralysis.
10 Cottage Hospitals.

The Revised Uniform System of Accounts has now been in force for
two complete years and may be considered to have passed the first
experimental stage. It has accordingly been possible in the present
report to take a further step in the direction of a complete comparison of
hospital expenditure based on a separation of the expenses of the In-
patient and Out-patient Departments. General tables have been added
to each section comparing the total cost per bed and per out-patient
attendance, so far as the items dealt with in the detailed tables in the
Report are concerned. In an appendix these total figures have been
collected together for convenience of referemce. Since, however, the
caloulations must be looked upon as to some extent experimental, the
hospitals have for this year been arranged in alphabetical order and not
in any order based on total expensiveness.

With the approval of Your Royal Highness the Executive Committee

have decided that in future the Report shall be placed on sale so as to

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enable a wider public to appreciate the advances that have been made
during the past few years in the theory and practice of hospital accounts
and statistics and the care and trouble devoted to the subject by the
officials of the various hospitals, with a view to securing a greater
control of expenditure.

We are very far from suggesting that in any branch of this
undertaking finality has been attained, but the Report marks a definite
step forwards. The ultimate object, which is to ensure that from a given
amount of money the greatest possible benefit may accrue to the sick poor,
is one which must commend itself to the public.

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PREFATORY NOTE.

As the Statistical Report is made public this year for the first time, it
may be desirable to recapitulate some of the distinetive features which
need to be borne in mind by those who are not familiar with the series,
if accurate conclusions are to be drawn from the various Tables which
it contains.

The primary objects of the Reports, the issue of which was begun by
Mr. Danvers Power with the figures for the year 1903,* are to assist the
hospitals themselves to secure an increased degree of control over
expenditure by eomparisons between the cost of working at different
institutions, and to enable those interested in the hospitals to observe
the results of the comparisons from year to year, and to appreciate and
encourage the efforts which may be made in the direction of economy.

The scheme of the Reports may be briefly described as follows. The
hospitals are first arranged in groups according to their size or the class
of case treated—Larger General Hospitals, Smaller General Hospitals,
Consumption Hospitals, Children’s Hospitals, &c. In each group certain
of the main items of expenditure—Provisions, Surgery and Dispensary,
Salaries and Wages, &e., &c.—are taken separately, and the expenditure at
each hospital on each item is compared with the average expenditure in
the group. General tables are also given, comparing in the same way the
total expenditure at each hospital upon all the items put together. Each
hospital is thus enabled to see at a glance whether its expenditure on
these items taken as a whole exceeds the average, and by how much it
exceeds, and also in which particular items excess is to be found. The
general tables, moreover, enable the position of any hospital in the order
of total expensiveness as regards these items, in relation to the average,
to be more or less accurately estimated.

It is a fundamental feature, therefore, of these Reports, that the
whole of the tables are based upon comparisons with the average cost,
and not with the minimum. There is no suggestion whatever that the
cheapest hospital is necessarily to be held up as a model.

To secure a fair comparison, however, it is found to be necessary to
select for the purpose, firstly, such hospitals as are really comparable

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one with another and, secondly, such branches of expenditure as are
readily controllable from year to year. The Reports, therefore, omit a
considerable number of special hospitals which, for one reason or another,
cannot usefully be arranged in groups for the purpose of calculating
averages. They also omit, at least so far as the present annual series is
concerned, various items of expenditure. These include, amongst others,
Establishment Renewals and Repairs, the cost of which is liable to vary
greatly from year to year, and depends not only upon economy of
management, but also upon the age and quality of the buildings; and
Official Salaries and Pensions, which to a great extent are subject to
control only at more or less prolonged intervals. Such items as Rent,
Rates and Taxes, and Interest on Capital, which are not included under
Maintenance and Administration in the Income and Expenditure Account,*
are also omitted.

The Reports, therefore, do not attempt to give a complete analysis
of the expenditure of the hospitals of London, nor do the averages given
therein represent the entire cost of maintaining a bed, or dealing with an
out-patient attendance. The figures for the whole of Maintenance and
Administration can be obtained from the statistical tables published, in
accordance with the requirements of the Revised Uniform System of
Accounts, in the Annual Reports of the hospitals themselves.t The
Statistical Report average is less comprehensive from the point of view
of absolute cost, but it affords a fairer basis for estimating comparative
economy of management, as between various hospitals in one year, or
the same hospital in different years.

Again, the Reports, even in making these comparisons, confine them-
selves to setting out the figures with all the necessary statistical explana-
tions. They do not attempt to deal with the question whether or to what
extent the cost is affected by differences in method or efficiency of
treatment. The financial results are set forth for the consideration of
the authorities of the various hospitals, who are thus enabled to discover
the existence of any excess expenditure and to locate its position, with
a view to ascertaining whether it is or is not preventable.

As evidence of the value of this method of comparison, it may
be well to recall the experiences of the first series of Reports. The
figures for 1905, which was the first complete year after the circulation of
those for 1903, showed, as compared with the latter, that the
16 hospitals dealt with in the earlier Report had effected economies
valued at £21,000 per annum. In 1908, when the number of hospitals
had been for two years increased to 48, the additional saving represented
a further £18,000 per annum. It can hardly be doubted that these
economies were in a large measure due to the circulation of the
comparative figures.

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The Report now deals with 66 hospitals, but as many of these were
added only last year, and probably did not receive the figures until too
late to affect their contracts for 1908, no great change is to be expected
in the present Report. With regard to the other hospitals, there is no
reason to suppose that the saving already mentioned, as compared with
the years in which they first appeared in the Report, has not been
maintained. But the fact that last year’s Report was the first one based
on the division of expenditure. between in-patients and out-patients
not only makes it difficult to compare the new series and the old, but
renders last year’s conclusions somewhat experimental, and to that extent
unsuitable for generalisations as to total cost.

The present Report, therefore, rather than the last, forms a starting
point for comparisons on the new basis, and the fignres for the cost per
bed and per out-patient attendance respectively for the various items of
expenditure at the hospitals in each group are now for the first time
combined into a general table; and in an appendix the more important
figures from the general tables for the different groups are brought together
in a form convenient for reference.* In view of the difficulty of arriving
at a set of figures which will afford a means of comparison, both as
regards the in-patient and out-patient departments and as regards each
hospital taken as a whole, this table must be considered as to some extent
experimental, and for the present the hospitals have been arranged in
alphabetical order.

In one important respect, as was pointed out in the earlier series, the
table of total cost affords a fairer means of comparing the different
hospitals than do the tables dealing with the separate items of expendi-
ture, in that the latter are liable to be affected by differences in methods of
administration quite apart from the effect of such differences on economy
of management. Thus, where a large number of officers receive board and
lodging instead of additional money wages, the expenditure on Provisions
is increased and that on Salaries and Wages is decreased. On the other
hand, in hospitals where any part of the work elsewhere done by contract,
such as the manufacture of drugs or the renewal of furniture, is carried
out by direct labour, Salaries and Wages will be higher than they would
otherwise be, and Surgery and Dispensary, Domestic, or whatever depart-
ment the finished product belongs to, will be lower. These differences
are equalised in the combined tables.

In the case of structural renewals and repairs, however, the cost if
done by contract falls into *“ Establishment,” and is not included in the
calculations. Now that under the Revised Uniform System all renewals
and repairs, whether ordinary or exceptional, are included in “Main-
tenance,” this would be liable to cause considerable injustice, and it has

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therefore been necessary to transfer to “ Establishment” that part of
Salaries and Wages which, in hospitals with Works Departments, is
incurred in respect of this item. A similar correction has to be applied

to the figures in last year’s Report before comparisons with this year’s
can fairly be made.

The special table comparing the cost of washing, whether done on
hospital premises or put out to contract, is repeated, and also the table
giving information (abstracted from a more detailed return, which is
circulated privately for the use of hospital officials only) as to the lowest
prices paid at various hospitals for a number of articles in general use.
These tables are designed to assist the hospitals still further in locating
excess expenditure, but to these, as to the other-sections, the principle
applies that it is the average rather than the minimum that is considered
as the basis of comparison.

It will be evident that the preparation of the detailed accounts and
statistics, and the apportionment of expenditure as between in-patients
and out-patients, involves a great amount of work on the part of the
Hospital Officials, and the Prefatory Note would be incomplete without
an acknowledgment of the time and care which are expended in carrying
out the revised system and in filling up the forms and returns required
for the purposes of the Statistical Report.

APPENDIX L

COMPARISONS OF TOTAL COST PER OCCUPIED BED, TOTAL COST PER

IN THIS REPORT.

In last year's Statistical Report, which was the first of the new
series based on the separation of expenditure on in-patients from that on
out-patients, it was considered desirable, for the reasons stated in the
Prefatory Note to that Report, not to give any general table comparing
the total cost per bed and per out-patient attendance at the different
hospitals until after the results of the first apportionients of the separate
items of expenditure had been made available for comparison.

In the present Report the further step has been taken of adding to
euch of the sections dealing with the various groups of hospitals a general
table comparing the total cost for all the items dealt with in the detailed
tables, and in this Appendix the main figures in these general tables are
collected together in a form convenient for reference.

The third column of the following table gives the total cost per
occupied bed per year for all the items of expenditure dealt with. The
fourth gives the corresponding total cost per out-patient attendance. It
will be observed that the order of total cost differs in many cases in
the two tables. This may be due partly to differences in the character
of the cases and of the treatment at the various out-patient departments
as compared with the differences in the respective in-patient departments,
and partly to variations in the degree of control exercised over expenditure
where the management of the two departments is in different hands.
But it is no doubt partly due to difference in the relative sizes of the
out-patient departments as compared with the relative sizes of the
in-patient departments.

Tt is this last difference which makes it difficult to combine the costs
per unit of the two departments into a single table placing the hospitals
in the order of total expensiveness. Various experimental methods have
been suggested for the solution of this statistical problem, but for the
present the same basis has been adopted as for the separate items of
expenditure. The detailed calculations are worked out in the general
tables for the various groups,* and the final figures from these general

* §ee Table VIII in each of Sections I to IX.
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tables are reproduced here in the fifth column. This shows the
amount which as a matter of fact each hospital spends, in’ both
departments put together, above or below the amount which it would
spend were its cost per occupied bed and its cost per out-patient attend-
ance each equal to the average of the group to which it belongs. The
actual figures are subject to all the reservations already referred to
and (allowing for a further year’s experience) to those mentioned in the
Report for 1907, and they must not be taken for more than they are
worth. But they at least afford an order of total cost based upon
a definite principle.

It will be noticed that the combined figures (column v.) may give a
different order of total expensiveness from that of the separate figures of
cost per bed and cost per out-patient attendance (columns iii. and iv.),
even where the orders given in the latter happen to agree. The reason
for this is that the combined figures are affected to a far greater extent by
differences in the scale of operations at the different hospitals. Colunns
iii. and iv. are affected by these only in so far as the cost per single unit
tends to be greater or less according to considerations such as the size
of contracts or the ratio of fixed charges to expenses which vary in
proportion to the number of units. But column v. is the result of figures
which, being originally based on columns iii. and iv., have been multiplied
in each case by the number of units in the department concerned, so that
@ new and much more weighty factor depending on the size of the
departinent is introduced. This distinetion represents a fact. The
excess or saving in cost per bed or per out-patient attendance as compared
with the average may be the same at two hospitals, but in the case of
the larger hospital or the larger departinent the money value of the excess
or saving is greater.

The table must, however, be regarded for the present as more or less
experimental, and for the purposes of this year’s report the hospitals have
been arranged, as in the detailed tables, in alphabetical order. Attention
is also called once more to the fact that throughout these Reports the
standard of comparison is the average cost, and not the minimum cost.

System for the computation of statistics and the forms prescribed for
the apportionment of expenditure between In-Patients and Out-Patients.
In the Statistical Tables the total expenditure on In-Patients added to
the total expenditure on Out-Patients will always equal the total cost
of Maintenance and Administration on the Income and Expenditure
Account.

The principles upon which the statistics and apportionments are based
are described in the Revised Uniform System of Hospital Accounts,* and
in the extracts from the Reports of Mr. J. G. Griffiths and of the w
Hospital Secretaries Committee which are appended to it. The actual
method of effecting the separation is left to the authorities of each
individual hospital.

The form of the Statistical Tables has been slightly altered since the
issue of last year’s Report.

RULES FOR THE ENUMERATION OF PATIENTS, &c., &eo.
(In accordance with the RBevised Uniform System of Hospital Accounts.)

(1) An in-patient is a person who is recorded in a book kept for that purpose as having been
in the Hospital at a fixed hour of the day, which hour (when fixed) shall not be
changed during the year.

(2) The average number of beds in daily occupation, the average number of days each patient
was resident (a), and all other statistical information relating to the number of
in-patients, shall be calculated on the basis of (1), e.g., the number of beds in daily
oceupation is to be calculated by taking the total of the daily numbers of in-patients
Jor the year and dividing by the number of days in that year.

(8) The average cost per in-patient (or per bed) per week is to be arrived at by dividing the
average number of in-patients per day into the total cost of Maintenance and
Administration (which will now reqnire no deductions to be made, except the
cost of out-patients as ascertained in 5), and dividing by the number of weeks
in the year.

(4) An out-patient (3) is a person attending continuously for the same ailment, for however
long a period, between January 1st and December 81st inclusive.

(5) The cost of out-patients is to be ascertained as nearly as possible, such cost being part of
the total cost of Maintenance and Administration.

(@) Except as elsewhere provided.

(b) A casualty patient is either an in-patient or an out-patient. If taken in, he counts as an in-patient,
If treated and sent home, he counts as an out-patient. Care must be taken that where o Hospital, for the
purposes of its own arrangements or statistics, retains a distinction between casualty and other patients, no
patient is counted twice, as in that event the total number of in-patients or out-patients, as the case may be,
would be affected.

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NOTES.

(1) It will be seen that the total number of beds set apart for Medical and Surgical
cages respectively differ. The difference in numbers betwoen different classes of beds is of
some importance in considering the average expenditure per bed.

(2) The Mildmay Mission and Miller Hospitals have not divided their beds as
between Medical and Surgical, although both kinds of cases are treated in each of these
Hospitals. The West Ham takes in a few urgent Medical cases when accommodation permits.

(8) In the case of St. Thomas's Hospital the thirty-eight paying beds, although included
in the total number of beds in the Hospital, namely 651, are not included in the average
number of beds in daily occupation, namely 498. Separate accounts are kept for these
paying beds, which are in a part of the Hospital known as St. Thomag’s Home, and
consequently the accounts of the Hospital proper do not apply to them. Included also in
the total number of beds are 82 vacant beds.

(4) In all Tables, except those giving General Particulars, fractions of an occupied bed
are neglected. Fractions of a penny have also been neglected.

(5) The Royal London Ophthalmic returns the total number of beds as 188, 20 being
empty ; the Metropolitan utilises 86 ward beds for nurses at present.

(6) The division of the total number of Out-Patients in the General Hospitals into
Casualties, Liying-in cases, and others is based on figures supplied by the Hospitals ; but the
varying proportions of Casualties to others suggest that the definition of a casualty differs in
different Hospitals.

(7) The figures for the Middlesex Hospital are exclusive of the beds maintained by the
Cancer Charity.

(8) The St. John’s Hospital, Lewisham, was entirely closed for two months in 1908
through lack of funds.

(9) The Passmore Edwards Cottage Hospital, Willesden, although having no general
Out-Patients’ Department, treated 549 Ophthalmic patients and 294 minor casualties
Passmore Edwards, Wood Green, treated 207 casualties; and the Wimbledon Cottage
Hospital treated 17 persons as out-patients.

(10) The French Hospital includes Vin Ordinaire under Provisions,

(11) The Expenditure on Salaries and Wages (Maintenance) at the Italian Hospital is
not comparable with that at other hospitals, since the duties of nursing and dispensing are
carried out by the Nursing Sisterhood of St. Vincent de Paul, This Hospital has therefore
been omitted in the caleulation of the average of Salaries and Wages.

(12) The Passmore Edwards Cottage Hospital, Acton, includes £202 19s. 6d., cost
of District Nursing Institution, Invalid Kitchen, and Dispensary, in the Income and
Expenditure Account, making the necessary deductions from the Statistical Tables of
In-Patients and Out-Patients upon which the various Tables in this Report are based.

(18) In drawing conclusions from the comparisons in this table the relative number
of women and children treated must be taken into consideration. The following figures have

(14) For the items included under the headings Provisions,”  Surgery and Dispensary,”
“ Domestic,” *Salaries and Wages (Maintenance),” “ Management,” &c., &c., see Appendix II.

(15) The Esxpenditure on Provisions, and on the other accounts which relate to the
purchase of goods, is given without reference to stocks in hand, but taking one Hospital with
another it is probable that the stocks do not vary very much from year to year. Were it
otherwise, however, a considerable difference in the expenditure of different years might be
expected.

(16) Variations in the cost of Provisions may, in some cases, be partly accounted for by
the arrangements made with officials who do not sleep on the premises or who provide their
own board, Where similar officials take meals in the Hospital the cost of Provisions would
be increased and Salaries and Wages presumably diminished.

The expenditure on Out-Patients in respect of Provisions, which represents the Board of
Officials engaged in the Out-Patient Departments, was included last year under Salaries and
Wages. This year, in accordance with the changes made in the Statistical Tables (see
Appendix ITL), this expenditure (with the single exception mentioned in the note on page 47)
has been transferred to Provisions. A slight allowance has therefore to be made for this
change in comparing the figures in this Report with last year’s figures.

(17) The cost of Provisions may also be affected by the maintenance of private nursing
establishments. The nurses, however, in some cases return to the wards after taking private
cases, and during their attendance on such cases they, of course, do not board in the Hospital.

(18) In order to facilitate comparisons between the Domestic Expenditure of Hospitals
where the washing is done on hospital premises and those where it is put out, the cost of the
laundry in the former cases under the headings of “ Provisions,” “ Salaries,” and “ Establishment
Charges,” as shown in the washing returns published by these hospitals, has been transferred
to the heading “ Domestic.” As these tables deal only with the figures of the Income and
Expenditure Accounts, the charges in respect of Depreciation and Interest on Capital, which
form part of the cost of washing as shown in the washing returns, are not included in the
Domestic Expenditure, while laundry renewals (if there have been any) are included. In the
cases where the washing is put out the Domestic Expenditure includes, of course, the whole of
the charges of thelaundry companies. (See Appendix IV. for form of washing return, and
Section X. for comparison of cost of washing taken by itself, including the charges for
depreciation and interest, but excluding Renewals).

(19) In the case of such of the larger Hospitals as carry out a considerable amount of
« Fgtablishment Renewals and Repairs” or *Annual Cleaning” by means of a special staff
directly employed by the Hospital, the proportion of * Salaries and Wages (Maintenance)”
returned as having been incurred in respect of these items has been transferred, for the
reasons given in the Prefatory Note, from “ Salaries and Wages " to  Establishment.” The
corresponding transfer for the previous year would have to be made before the figures in this
Report under  Salaries and Wages,” both as regards these Hospitals and as regards the
average, could be compared with those in last year’s Report.

(20) Tables VIL of each Section show the Total Management Expenses divided into
Official Salaries and Pensions, and other Management Expenses. The latter division only
has been treated as an account which is controllable from year to year. The recipients of
Salaries and Pensions cannot be dealt with from year to year on the same principles as affect
ordinary market dealings.

(21) The Reports for 1903 and 1904 contained confidential matter, and were printed for
the private use of the Hospitals concerned and the Greneral Council and Committees of the
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Fund. .The Repprts for 1905, 1906, and 1907, thou
more widely, being sent to subscribers of £1 and
personal use to others directly concerned in Hospital management.

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(29) Westminster Hospital.—*The expenditure on *Provisions’ is swollen owing to
the large number of the Staff provided with meals; and that on *Salaries and Wages’ is
correspondingly reduced.”

(80) Bolingbroke Hospital.—* In cases where no contracts exist, the prices of several
firms are compared and, as far as possible, the cheapest articles are procured.”

(81) French Hospital and Dispensary.—* We make no contracts with Suppliers, but
obtain lowest quotations from several firms, selecting goods of best quality at lowest prices.”

(32) Hampstead General Hospital—*The Out-Patient figures refer to the Out-Patient
Department at Hampstead, which was closed at the end of the first half-year, 1908, being
merged in the Department at Kentish Town, the management of which was undertaken as
the outcome of the amalgamation with the North-West London Hospital. A proportion of
the expenditure at the Hospital in the second half-year is included in respect of urgent
casualty cases which received attention at the Hospital itself.””

(88) London Homwopathic Hospital— There are 104 Beds in the Hospital distributed
among nine Wards, each with its separate Ward Kitchen, &e. This entails a larger number of
skilled Nurses, Porters, and Serubbers.

¢ Nursing.—We have no paying Probationers, therefore no Fees to reduce Nursing cost.

“ There has to be a larger number of Nurses on the Staff than in Hospitals with Medical
Schools. The Nurses of the Hospital do the work (dressings, &ec.) done by Students in
Hospitals with Schools.

“The Hospital does not employ Ward Maids, the work being done by Scrubbers. The
amount is included under Domestic Wages, instead of Nursing, making Domestic Expenses
higher.

“The Wages of Scrubbers living out are greater than those paid to Ward Maids
living in. .

¢ Domestic Wages.—Include Serubbers’ Wages.

“ All the male servants are not boarded at the Hospital, but are paid extra wages in lieu
of food, therefore Domestic Wages are more, Provisions less.

¢ Provisions.—The Patients’ and Nurses’ Fare is of the best and on a most liberal scale
there being no limit to the amount of food that they may consame.”

(34) The Miller General Hospital for South-East London.—* Owing to the small number
of beds there are many articles which cannot be bought so advantageously as at a larger
Hospital. Every effort is, however, being made to purchase at the lowest possible prices
without sacrificing quality.

It is also owing to the small number of beds that the cost per bed is so high.

“We have recently arranged with the firm who do our washing that a uniform price of
1s. per dozen shall be paid for all articles, 5 % discount being allowed.”

(85) Hospital for Consumption and Diseases of the Chest, Brompton.—* The average cost
per bed is increased in consequence of closing 180 beds for about three weeks for the provision
of new ward lavatories for the patients in one of the older wings of the Hospital.”

(88) The Royal Hospital for Diseases of the Chest.— Surgery and Dispensary.—Under
the heading of ‘Instruments and Appliances’ is included an amount of £39 18s. 2d. in
connection with the X-Ray department.

* Establishment.—The increase under the heading of * Renewals and Repairs ' is due to
the fact that additional improvements were made in the heating and hot water systems at a
cost of £100.

“ Salaries and Wages.—An amount of £251, being honoraria paid to the Medical Staff,
is included under the sub-heading ‘ Medical.” "'

(87) Royal Waterloo Hospital for Children and Women.—* The Board of Governors do
not desire to make any special statement except that the accounts are kept in accordance with
the requirements of the King’s Fund ; and that the supplies are obteined partly by contract
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(tenders being invited from selected firms) and partly from approved tradesmen. The
average cost of provisions, including the estimated cost of gifts, worked out at 678 per
head per day, which shows that the system adopted is quite satisfactory.”

(88) Hospital for Sick Children.— Repairs during the year have been unusually heavy.
£188 was spent on renewing the lavatories in four Wards, and £76 in mending the roof of
the Nurses’ House, which was in a dangerous condition.

«There has been considerable increase in the amount paid for coal, partly on account
of the rise in prices, and partly on account of the Hospital’s landlords having deprived it of
the use of a doorway, which has added 1s. a ton to the price, the extra cost of porterage.

“The opening of the new Out-patient Department has necessitated the addition of two
more nurses to the Staff and three extra Scrubbers, and the building of the New Boiler
House, the addition of a Night Porter, since the Stoker was no longer to act in that capacity.”

(89) Paddington Green Children's Hospital.—* In-Patient Department.—Re milk. The
Medical Committee of this Hospital being of opinion that the supply of milk for Patients in
the wards should continue to be obtained from the Walker Gordon Laboratories, at a cost of
43d. per litre, the extra cost of milk, due to this fact, in 1908 was £45 7s. 8d.

“ Qui-Patient Department.—Re cost of each Out-Patient attendance. The average
number of attendances per Out-Patient in 1908 was 8:15 as compared with 2:90 in 1907.

(40) Victoria Hospital for Children.—* All the Wards were closed for one month to be
re-painted—this reduced the average number of beds occupied.

« Expenditure : The increase in item IV. ¢ Establishment Charges’ is due to an additional
expenditure of £416 for painting the Wards, and part exterior of the Hospital.

“The geographical position of the Hospital and its distance from the market necessitates
an inerease in prices charged for many articles.”

(41) Central London Ophthalmic Hospital.—“ A steriliser and other appliances were
purchased last year out of a grant of £100 * for equipment * from the King Edward’s Hospital
Tund, which will account for the increase under the heading ¢ Instruments and Appliances.””

(42) Royal London Ophthalmic Hospital.—* Ten years have elapsed since the Hospital
was moved into its new building, with new furniture and equipment.

«The Committee now have to meet increasing annual expenditure for renewals and
repairs of various articles under the heading of ¢ Domestic,’ and under ‘ Establishment’ for
renewals and repairs of the fittings and equipment of the building, and for the Annual Cleaning
and Painting.

«The interior of the building requires re-painting throughout. The cost of painting
the wood-work alone will greatly increase the expenditure for the next two years.”

(48) Eltham and Mottingham Cottage Hospital.—* Practically all supplies are obtained
from local tradesmen at current prices; the consumption is not considered sufficient in
most cases to justify contracts.

« Nothing is now accepted at the Hospital unless sent in on a written order from the
Matron. All goods are weighed or counted. The Ladies’ House Committee scrutinise all
tradesmen’s books each month.”

We bave the honour to submit the Seventh Annual
Statistical Report, prepared by Mr. Maynard from the published
accounts of ninety-nine London Hospitals and from Returns made
to the Fund.

Particulars of all
the hospitals are given in an introductory section, while only those which
are arranged in groups are dealt with in the later part of the Report.

It has now become possible to revive the practice, suspended owing
to the introduction of the Revised Uniform System of Accounts, of
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making comparisons of cost between one year and another, and we
are glad to note that, while there is reason to believe that in most
departments of expenditure the economies achieved during the period of
the first series of Reports, 1903-6, have been generally maintained, the
comparison between 1909 and 1908 gives evidence of further reductions
involving apparently a saving of some £6,000.

We consider that this result, representing as it does in the majority
of cases an addition to the marked economies previously secured, gives the
hospitals which have contributed to it a further claim to the recognition
of the charitable public.

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PREFATORY NOTE.

Tre Statistical Report has this year been further enlarged by the addition
of 33 institutions, making 99 in all, and it now deals with the expenditure
of the great majority of the hospitals which apply for grants from the
Fund.*

The form of the report has been slightly altered in order to meet the
case of the institutions, nearly one third of the whole number, which
for one reason or another cannot be arranged in groups for the purpose
of calculating averages. The collection of these in a table by
themselves would be likely to suggest comparisons with dissimilar
hospitals in the same table and to discourage comparisons with hospitals,
possibly more suitable for the purpose, in other parts of the report. They
have, therefore, been included with all the other hospitals in an alpha-
betical series of tables at the beginning. These tables contain the
general particulars, total expenditure, and cost per occupied bed and per
out-patient attendance (in respect of the items controllable from year to
year) for all the institutions, and if it should prove possible in the future
to include all the hospitals on the books of the Fund, this introductory
section would form in itself a very nearly complete statistical record of
these figures for all the hospitals of London which observe the Revised
Uniform System of Accounts.f

The expenditure of such of the hospitals as can be arranged in
groups is analysed in detail in subsequent sections of the report by
means of comparisons with the average of the group in the usual way.
In case the juxtaposition of dissimilar hospitals in the general alphabetical
table of cost per bed and per attendance should otherwise suggest
misleading comparisons, footnote references to the group tables which
follow have been added. This general tablef thus incidentally serves
as an index to the groups.

The exclusion from the annual comparisons of cost per bed and per
out-patient attendance of the items not readily controllable from year to

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year, viz: Repairs and other Establishment charges, Official Salaries and
Pensions, and Rent, Rates and Taxes, has been continued. Tables
including the two former can be found in the published annual reports
of the individual hospitals.

An additional column has been added to the final table of each group.
The last column but one gives the amount by which the expenditure at
each hospital is greater or less than it would be if the hospital had been
worked at the average cost per bed and per out-patient attendance for its
group. In the last column this amount is expressed as percentage of
the total expenditure of the hospital in question, and the excessive
influence of the size of the institution on its position in the final list is
thus eliminated. Pending further experience of this method of comparing
the expenditure of each hospital taken as a whole, the list is still arranged
in alphabetical order.

In drawing conclusions from any of the tables it must, however, be

borne in mind that they profess to give only the material for a comparison

of outlay. They do not and cannot take into consideration questions of
the relative value produced as the result of the outlay, except in so far as
evidence on this point can be derived from the columns in Section I,
Table I, which give the average length of stay per in-patient and the
average number of attendances per out-patient. It is evident from the
figures in such a column, for instance, as that in Section I., Table IIT.,
showing the cost per bed and per out-patient attendance in Surgery and
Dispensary at all the hospitals, that even if the degree of economy
in management were the same at all, there would yet be wide differences
in cost, representing differences in the class of case or the method of
treatment. The same consideration applies, though in a far smaller
degree, even to-the various hospitals in each separate group. It is one of
the features of the voluntary hospital system that it gives scope for
variety and experimental development involving differences between
different hospitals, and these may affect the relative cost sometimes in
the various in-patient departments, sometimes in the out-patient. The
question in each case is, therefore, how far a given cost above the average
is justifiable, or whether a given cost below the average is attained at
a sacrifice of some element of full efficiency. In all the tables, it should
be noted, it is the average that is taken as the basis of comparison, and
there is no suggestion that the lowest is put forward as a model
for imitation.

As the Report for 1907 was the first of the present series, and as the
figures contained in it were, for the reasons stated in the last two prefatory
notes, unsuitable as a basis of comparison either with the year before or-
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the year after, the present tables. afford the first opportunity since the
introduction of the Revised Uniform System of Accounts of making
comparisons between one year and another.

It could hardly be expected that the hospitals whose expenditure
has now been analysed for several years should show further reductions
in cost on the same scale as those which followed the issue of the first
reports. These reductions were valued in 1905, in the case of sixteen
hospitals, at £21,000 per annum, and in 1906, with forty-eight hospitals,
at an additional £18,000 per annum. Without in any way suggesting
that the ideal of economy had then been reached, it would be unreasonable
to expect this rate of decrease in cost to be continued for many
consecutive years. So long, however, as the cost does not again increase,

"the saving is an annual one.

The first question that arises is, therefore, whether the reductions
in cost recorded in the Report for 1906 have been maintained. The

- separation of expenditure on in-patients from that on oub-patients and

other changes in the method of showing the accounts make exact
comparison impossible, but an analysis of the combined expenditure
on the basis of the earlier Reports will give a rough indication. Such
experimental comparisons as it has been possible to make in this way
suggest that, except possibly in the case of Salaries and Wages in some
of the groups, the progress shown in the earlier Reports has been fairly well
maintained.* There may indeed be said to have been in most groups a
further advance in the direction of economy, if the rise in prices during
the interval is taken into consideration.t

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For a comparison between 1908 and 1909 the following table gives
the necessary particulars, and it will be seen that, taking sixty Hospitals*
together, out of the sixty-seven dealt with in last year’s Report, there is a
net decrease in cost representing a sum of about £6,000, while in only
two small groups is there any increase.

Particulars of the changes in the number of occupied beds and of
out-patient attendances have been added, so that the influence of this
element on changes in cost may be allowed for. The question of the
bearing of increases in the number of beds (which, if permanent, may
frequently be both a result and a cause of reduction in cost per bed),
was dealt with in the prefatory note to the report for 1906. The cost per
out-patient attendance is doubtless particularly liable to fluctuations
through accidental changes in the numbers dealt with. The importance
of these factors in any given case may, however, be tested to some extent

* Besides the Hospitals excluded for various reasons from the averages for 1909 in the later part of the
Report the following are omitted in these comparisons owing to considerable changes in the number of
occupied beds:—Hampstead General Hospital, City of London Hospital for Diseases of the Chest, and West
End Hospital for Diseases of the Nervous System. Cases of temporary reduction in the number of beds,
if on a small scale or for a short period, have not been omitted, as it is probable that taking a large
number of Hospitals together these would be distributed fairly evenly as between one year and another.
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by a comparison of the cost per unit (whether bed or attendance) for the
different-sub-headings of expenditure. In the present instance the reduc-
tions in cost per bed are, on the whole, just as marked in the departments,
such as Surgery and Dispensary and to a less extent Provisions, where the
total expenditure is likely to vary with the number of units, involving but
slight change in cost per unit, as in the departments which more nearly
approximate to fixed charges.* In the case of out-patients, however,
the cost per attendance in Surgery and Dispensary in the larger groups
has not appreciably altered, the increases being found in the items
which, if looked on as fixed charges, might have been expected to show
decreases per unit with the increase in numbers.

The presence of a factor independent of variations in numbers can
also be tested by a comparison of total expenditure. Here it is found
that in the only three cases in which a decrease in the number of units
is accompanied by an increase in cost per unit, there is also an increase
in the total expenditure.* In the Children’s Hospitals an increase in the
number of beds is accompanied by an actual decrease in total expenditure,
and in the Hospitals for Women and the Cottage Hospitals both the
in-patient and the out-patient figures show the same result. It is worth
noting that 1909 was the first complete year since the Hospitals for
Women appeared in the Statistical Report, so that in their case, as also
in the case of several other institutions introduced at the same time, the
experiences of the early Reports have been repeated.

Taking all these facts into consideration, it would appear that the
net figure of about £6,000 fairly represents a real progress in the
direction of increased economy during the year 1909, and in so far as the
circulation of those Reports has assisted towards that end the result may
be some reward to the Hospital officials for the labour involved in
preparing the printed and written material required by the Fund for the
purpose.

NOTES.

(1) Tt will be seen that. the total number of beds set apart for Medical and Surgical
cages respectively differ. The difference in numbers between different classes of beds is of
some importance in considering the average expenditure per bed.

Where no entry appears the Hospitals are unable to divide their beds under these
headings. The West Ham takes in a few urgent Medical cases when accommodation permits.

The Royal London Ophthalmic returns the number of beds as 138, 20 being empty.

(2) In the case of St. Thomas's Hospital the 88 paying beds, although included
in the total number of beds in the Hospital, namely 599, are not included in the average
number of beds in daily occupation, namely 521. Separate accounts are kept for these
paying beds, which are in a part of the Hospital known as 8t. Thomas’s Home, and
consequently the accounts of .the Hospital proper do not apply to them. There are two
empty wards in addition.

(8) The division of the total number of Out-Patients in the General Hogpitals into
Casualties, Liying-in cases, and others is based on figures supplied by the Hospitals; but the
varying proportions of Casualties to others suggest that the definition of a casualty differs in
different Hospitals.

(4) The Passmore Hdwards Cottage Hospital, Willesden, although having no general
Out-Patients’ Department, treated 310 casualties ; Passmore Edwards, Wood Green, treated
216 casualties; the Sowuth Wimbledon Cottage Hospital treated 100 casualties; and the
Wimbledon Cottage Hospital treated 22 persons as out-patients.

(5) The Metropolitan Hospital having been closed from 2nd July to the 14th November
for structural alterations and improvements, and the mumber of occupied beds having
eonsequently fallen from 105 in 1908 to 60 in 1909, the figures for this hospital have been
excluded from the various Tables of Group I. For similar reasons the figures of the French
Hospital and the Hospital for Women have also been excluded from the Tables of their
respective groups, viz. IL. and IV.

(6) The Belgrave Hospital for Children had two wards closed from 28th February,
reducing the beds from 40 to 16, and the figures have consequently been excluded from
the various averages in Group V., Tables L. to VI.

(7) On 26th March, the adult wing in Bulstrode Street of the West End Hospital for
Diseases of the Nervous System was closed, thereby reducing the number of beds available
from 77 to 38.

(8) The Cancer Hospital had half the wards closed during part of the year for cleaning
and repairs.

(9) The expenditure of the Hospital for Iwalid Gentlewomen relating to the period
26th June to 81st December, during which the Hospital was closed for rebuilding, is not
included in this Report, and the number of occupied beds is the average for the rest of
the year. '

(9a) The sum of £1,000 has been paid by the Royal National Orthopedic Hospital during
the year to the Charing Cross Hospital as half-year's rent, but the sum includes also charges
for Insurance, Repeirs, Fuel and Lighting, Clerical and Domestic Sundries. Some of
thege items should appear as expenditure on In-Patients, and if included would slightly
increase the average cost per bed. It is, however, impossible to allocate the various amounts
under these headings, and thus the average cost per bed appears below the true figure.

(10) The Expenditure on Salaries and Wages (Maintenance) at the Italian Hospital is
not eomparable with that at other hospitals, since the duties of nursing and dispensing are
carried out by the Nursing Sisterhood of St. Vincent de Paul. This Hospital has therefore
been omitted in the calculation of the average of Salaries and Wages.

(11) The Passmore Edwards Cottage Hospital, Acton, includes £258. B8s. 9d., cost
of Distriet Nursing Institution, Invalid Kitchen, and Dispensary, in the Income and
Expenditure Account, making the necessary deductions from the Statistical Tables of
In-Patients and Out-Patients upon which the various Tables in this Report are based, also a
sum of £35. 19s. for Rent, Rates and Tazes of the Dispensary. These amounts are not
included in this Report. '

(12) For the items included under the headings “ Provisions,” * Surgery and Dispensary,”
« Domestic,” * Salaries and Wages (Maintenance),” « Management,” &c., &c., see Appendix IL.
to the Report for 1908, or the Revised Uniform System of Hospital Accounts (see also
Notes 14, 15 and 19 below).

(18) Provisions—The Expenditure on Provisions, and on the other accounts which
relate to the purchase of goods, is given without reference to stocks in hand, but taking one
Hospital with another it is probable that the stocks do not vary very much from year to year.
Were it otherwise, however, a considerable difference in the expenditure of different years
might be expected.

Variations in the cost of Provisions may, in some cases, be partly accounted for by the
arrangements made with officials who do not slesp on the premises or who provide their own
board. Where similar officials take meals in the Hospital the cost of Provisions would be
increased and Salaries and Wages presumably diminished.

The cost of Provisions may also be affected by the maintenance of private nursing
establishments. The nurses, however, in some cases return to the wards after taking private
cases, and during their attendance on such cases they, of course, do not board in the Hospital.
(See also Note 17 below.)

(14) Domestic.—In order to facilitate comparisons between the Domestic Expenditure of
Hospitals where the washing is done on hospital premises and those where it is put out, the
cost of the laundry in the former cases under the headings of “Provisions,” “Salaries,” and
“Tstablishment Charges,” as shown in the washing returns published by these hospitals, has
been transferred to the heading “ Domestic.” As the Tables in Sections L and IL of this
Report deal only with the figures of the Income and Expenditure Accounts, the charges
in respect of Depreciation and Interest on Capital, which form part of the cost of washing as
shown in the washing returns, are not included in the Domestic Expenditure. In the
cages where the washing is put out the Domestic Expenditure includes, of course, the
whole of the charges of the laundry companies. (See Section IIL for comparison of cost of
washing taken by itself, including the charges for depreciation and interest.)

(15) Establishment and Salaries and Wages.—Comparisons of cost in the separate Tables
I to V., and particularly in Salaries and Wages, are affected to some extent by the fact that at
some ‘hospitals articles are manufactured or works carried out by direet labour which at
others are purchased or put out to contract. These differences in the separate tables cancel
one another in the general Table VI.

Tn cases, however, where a considerable amount of “ Establishment Renewals and
Repairs” or “ Annual Cleaning” is carried out by means of a special staff directly employed
by the Hospital, the proportion of * Salaries and Wages (Maintenance) " returned as having
been incurred in respeet of these items has been transferred from  Salaries and Wages ”

to “ Establishment.” Otherwise injustice would result, since Establishment Charges are

omitted from the Report as not being readily controllable from year to year.

(16) Other Management Expenses—Tables V. of each Group show the Total Management
Expenses divided into Official Salaries and Pensions, and other Management Expenses. The
latter division only has been treated as an account which is controllable from year to year.
The recipients of Salaries and Pensions cannot be dealt with from year to year on the same
principles as affect ordinary market dealings. '

(17) In some cases comparisons of cost are affected by the fact that at certain hospitals
the patients are required, unless too poor, to provide certain articles of food. These are as
follows : London Homeopathic—tea, butter and sugar; London—tea, butter and sugar;
Middlesex, tea and sugar; Undversity College, tea and sugar.
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.(18) The totals and general averages corresponding to the columns marked (a) in
Section I., Table L., for the various groups of Hospitals are as follows :—

(19) The issue of these Reports was begun by Mr. Danvers Power with the figures of
16 Hospitals for 1908. But the earlier ones contained confidential matter and the first
Report published was that for 1908. A discussion of the objects and principles of the Reports
may be found in the Prefatory Note to the latter.

(20) The Revised Uniform System of Hospital Accounts, on which all the figures in this
Report are based, is fully explained in a pamphlet issued under that title by the King’s Fund,
the Metropolitan Hospital Sunday Fund, and the Hospital Saturday Fund, and published by
G. Bar!:er, 23 Furnival Street, Holborn, E.C. (2nd edition, February, 1909, price 1s. 8. post
free, with Supplement, December, 1909, price 64.). The System was drawn up by the three
Funds after reports on the subject by Mr. John J. Griffiths, F.C.A., and a committee of
Hospital Secretaries.

(21) Bolingbroke Hospital.— The cost per bed has been slightly reduced, and would, it
is believed, have been still lower but for the general tendency of prices to increase. The cost
for Out-patients is a little higher, partly from the same cause. As far as possible preference
is given to local firms for articles required, and, in very many cases, the quantities purchased
are so small that no Contract would be considered.”

(22) Charing Cross Hospital.—* This year it will be seen that a reduction in cost has
been made, but ¢ even with this reduction, the expenditure will still compare unfavourably in
some respects with that of other Hospitals, and this must inevitably be so while wards and
beds are kept unoccupied. When a Ward is put out of occupation it does not mean that the
expenditure of the Hospital is proportionately reduced. Under certain items, such as Water,
Tnsurance, Official Salaries, Appeals, and Commission, expenditure is not affected at all ;
under certain other items, such as Coal, Electricity, Repairs, and Annual Cleaning, it is
affected only slightly ; while there is hardly any item under which it is ‘affected to the full
extent of its cost in the accepted unit of comparison—the occupied bed. It follows that all
this unaffected and unreduced expenditure is spread over the beds left in use, increasing the
proportion which each bears. So that, while the Hospital reduces its expenditure by closing
wards and beds, it at the same time increases the cost at which the beds actually occupied
are maintained.’”’

(28) Eltham and Motiingham Cottage Hospital.—'¢Nothing is now accepted at the
Hospital unless sent in on the authority of a written order from the Matron. All goods are
weighed or counted. The Ladies” House Committee scrutinise all Tradesmen’s Books
each’ month.”

(24) London Fever Hospital—*The cost per bed must necessarily be high in this
Hospital, for the following reasons among others :—

“ Infectious fevers are not constantly with us; their prevalence comes in waves—some-
times several in the course of a year. At one time there may not be more than 40 or 50
Patients in the Hospital, at another there will be 140 or 150, or even more. Hence for a part
of the year many beds are vacant. A non-infectious Hospital usually keeps its beds full all
the year round. One of the size of the London Fever Hospital would probably pass 1,500
Patients through its wards in a year, dividing its total cost by that number of Patients.

“We have to be prepared at all times for a rush of Patients, and the standing charges
(which include a seasoned Nursing Staff) are always the same. Our numbers of Patients
vary from 600 to 800 yearly, which number, divided into the total expenditure, would show
double the cost per head of the non-infectious Hospital quoted above.

“ Turther, in this Hospital, Patients are kept nearly double the length of time they are
kept in the ordinary non-infectious Hospital.””

(25) London Homaopathic Hospital.—“ There are 104 Beds in the Hospital distributed
among nine Wards, each with its separate Ward Kitchen, &¢. This entails a larger number of
skilled Nurses, Porters, and Scrubbers.

¢ Nursing.—We have no paying Probationers, therefore no ‘Fees’ to reduce Nursing cost.

“There has to be a larger number of Nurses on the Staff than in Hospitals with Medical
Schools. The Nurses of the Hospital do the work (dressings, &e.) done by Students in
Hospitals with Medical Schools.

“The Hospital does not employ Ward Maids, the work being done by Serubbers. The
amount is included under Domestic Wages, instead of Nursing, making Domestic Expenses
higher.

“The Wages of Scrubbers living out are greater than those paid to Ward Maids
living in.

“ Domestic Wages.—Include Scrubbers’ Wages.

“All male servants are not boarded at the Hospital, but are paid extra wages in lieu
of food : therefore Domestic Wages are more, Provisions less.
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« Ppovisions.—The Patients’ and Nurses’ Fare is of the best and on a most liberal scale,
there being no limit to the amount of food they may consume. .

“ We make no Contracts for a long period, but obtain quotations from several firms,
selecting goods of best quality at lowest prices.”

(26) The Miller General Hospital for South-Bast London.—* Owing to the small number
of beds there are many articles which cannot be bought so advantageously as at the larger
Hospitals. Every effort is, however, being made to purchase at the lowest possible prices
without sacrificing quality.

« 1t is also owing to the small nuimber of beds that the cost per bed is so high.

(27) National Anti-Vivisection Hospital.—The cost per Bed has been in 1909
considerably heightened from the amount of expenditure on Furniture.

« Salaries and Wages.—There is an increase in these owing to Nurses’ yearly additions
to scale, & slight increase in Secretary’s remuneration, and the fact that the Hospital was for
some months paying locum-tenens rates of Salary instead of a permanent yearly salary for
Resident Medical Officer.

« Surgery and Dispensary.—Show an increase owing to sundry purchases of latest Plant
and Appliances, and renovation of Motor in Electro-Therapeutic Department.”

(28) Paddington Green Childrew's Hospital. — In-patient Department.—Re milk. The
Medical Committee of this Hospital being of the opinion that the supply of milk for Patients
in the wards should continue to be obtained from the Walker-Gordon Laboratories, the extra
cost of milk, due to this fact, in 1909 was £41 2s. 4d.

“« Qui-patient Department.—Re cost of each Out-patient attendance.

“The supplies of medicines, surgical dvessings, &c., given to Out-patients were as follows :—

(29) Royal Free Hospital.—* The item * Provisions * covers the cost of food for Patients,
Nurses, Resident Medical Officers, male and female Servants, Laundry hands, and Staff
generally, all of whom are fed during the time they are employed at the Hospital.

«The Hospital provides the In-patients with every necessary article of food, and the
washing for the In-patients is done on the premises free of cost to them.” -

(80) Royal Hospital for Diseases of the Chest.—* Surgery and Dispensary.—An amount
of £99 in connection with the X-Ray department is included under the heading of ‘Instru-
ments and Appliances.’

« Salaries and Wages.—Under the heading of ¢ Medical * is included an amount of £250,
being honoraria paid to the Medical Staff.”

“ Beds (80).—The closing of each Ward for one month in the Summer for cleaning
purposes, and to enable the Nurses to take their holidays without calling in extra assistance,
reduced the daily number of available beds from 80 to 75. In addition to this three beds (one
in each Ward) are always kept vacant for the reception of Emergency Caseg from the Out-
patient Department, which further reduced the number to 72.”

(81) Royal London Ophthalmic Hospital.—* The annual expenditure is now increasing
for renewals and repairs of various articles under the heading ‘ Domestic.” "

(82) Royal Waterloo Hospital for Children and Women.— The Supplies are obtained
partly by contract (tenders being invited from selected firms) and partly from approved
tradesmen. The average cost of provisions, including the cost (estimated) of gifts, worked
out ut 6:55 pence per head per day, which shows that the system adopted is quite satisfactory.”
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(88) St. George's Hospital.—* Striet supervision has been exercised over the expenditure
of each Department compatible with the proper treatment of the Patients. -

“The cost per Bed has been reduced from £120 15s. last year to £110 12s. 10d., and the
cost per In-patient from £8 6s. 8d. to £7 8s. 5d.

“ All provisions, including tea, sugar, and butter, are supplied free to the Patients.

“ When patients are unable to get their personal washing done, the Hospital does it for
them.”

(84) St. John's Hospital for Diseases of the Skin.—¢ Occupied Beds.~—The small
proportion of occupied beds is accounted for in the fact that the Bedding requires frequent
disinfection.”

(86) St. Thomas’s Hospital—* The Electric Current for St Thomas’s Hospital is
supplied from outside and, therefore, as in the case of washing, the cost stated covers all
expenses, the Contractor naturally covering all deterioration of plant, and the table is there-
fore not strictly comparable with that of other Hospitals, where the cost of depreciation and
interest on Capital Expenditure are not included in the Expenditure Table.

! Bt. Thomas’s has a large and rigid system of Out-patient inspection. The more
complete the system of inspection and the more the attendances are reduced by such
inspection to those only needing the special treatment afforded. by the full equipment of
Hospitals, the higher the average cost.”

With the inclusion of the Lying-in Hospitals the Report now

deals with nearly all the Hospitals of London.
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We are glad to note not only that the economies achieved since
the first issue of these Reports have been generally maintained
from year to year, but that the comparison between 1910 and 1909
gives evidence of further reductions involving apparently a saving of
over £2,000.

We consider that thls ewdence of contmued eﬁor‘ns in the dlrectlon
of economy redounds greatly to the credit of those Hospltals whlch have
contributed to the result, and strengthens their claim upon the chanta,ble
public.

o o - of 9institutions, making 106 in all, and it now deals with the expenditure

of very nearly all the hospitals which apply for grants from the Fund.*

The first section of the Report consists of an alphabetical series of

tables givinvg the general statistical particulars, total expenditure, and -
cost per occupied bed and per out-patient attendance (in respect of the e
items controllable from year to year) for all the institutions. This

introductory section now forms in itself a very nearly complete statistical "
record of these figures for all the hospitals of London which observe the
Revised Uniform System of Accounts.f

The expenditure of such of the hospitals as can conveniently be
arranged in groups is analysed in detail in subsequent sections of
the Report by means of comparisons with the average of the group.
In case the juxtaposition of dissimilar hospitals in the general alphabetical
table of cost per bed and per attendance should otherwise suggest
misleading comparisons, footnote references to the group tables which
follow have been added. This general table} thus incidentally serves
as an index to the groups.

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element on changes in cost may be allowed for. It will be noticed
that it is in cost per bed that the chief reductions are shown, while the
principal increases are in cost per out-patient attendance. The question
of the bearing of increases in the number of beds (which, if permanent,
may frequently be both a result and a cause of reduction in cost per bed)
was dealt with in the prefatory note to the Report for 1906. The cost per
out-patient attendance is doubtless particularly liable to fluctuations

through accidental changes in the numbers dealt with. Various methods -

of testing the importance of these factors in any given case were discussed
in last year’s Report.

In any case the fact remains that in addition to the annual saving
represented by the economies shown in the previous Reports, the net cost
continues to show a progressive reduction. These successes have been
achieved in spite of the development of new methods of treatment and
the sustained rise in prices, andin so far as the circulation of these Reports
has assisted towards that end the result may be some reward to the
Hospital officials for the labour involved in preparing the printed and
written material required by the Fund for the purpose.

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SECTION V.
NOTES.

(1) It will be seen that the total number of beds set apart for Medical and Surgical
cases respectively differ. The difference in numbers between different classes of beds is of
some importance in considering the average expenditure per bed.

Where no entry appears the Hospitals are unable to divide their beds under these
headings. The West Ham takes in a fow urgent Medical cases when accommodation permits.

The Royal London Ophthalmic returns the number of beds as 188, 20 being empty.

(2) In the case of St. Thomas's Hospital the 88 paying beds, although included
in the total number of beds in the Hospital, namely 620, are not included in the average
number of beds in daily occupation, namely 516. Separate accounts are kept for these
paying beds, which are in a part of the Hospital known as St. Thomas’s Home, and
consequently the accounts-of the Hospital proper do not apply to them. In addition there
are 22 beds closed.

(8) The division of the total number of Out-Patients in the General Hospitals into
Casualties, Lying-in cases, and others is based on figures supplied by the Hospitals; but the
varying proportions of Casualties to others suggest that the definition of a casualty differs in
different Hospitals.

(4) The Passmore Edwards Cottage Hospital, Willesden, the Passmore Edwards Cottage
Hospital, Wood Green, the South Wimbledon Cottage Hospital, and the Wimbledon Cottage
Hospital, although having no general Out-Patients’ Department, treat a small number of
casualties, the cost of these cases being included in that of the In-patients.

(5) The French and London Homaopathic Hospitals, having been closed during & great
part of the year for structural alterations and repairs, and the number of oceupied beds
